OT 805 fulfils the PhD requirement in OT Religion and Theology.   Students may take it instead or as well as OT 865 (OT Ethics) and/or OT 856 (OT Hermeneutics), according to the regulations for their concentration; there is no significant overlap between the courses.  OT 569 is an MDiv elective open to students who have completed the MDiv OT requirements.  
Class time

We will do three things

6.30 – 7.20.  Mostly, discussion of John Goldingay OT Theology Volume Two: Israel’s Faith.
The text of this is available for downloading at www.fuller.edu/sot/faculty/goldingay.  For weeks 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, and 8, on average each week you spend five hours studying the chapter.  The material is too long for you to read it all thoroughly—I suggest you glance through all of it and then concentrate on some sections you think are interesting.  For three of the weeks you turn in two pages of comments in written form by e-mail before the class.  There are no extensions or hold for this element of the course.  Some questions you could think about are:

· What seem to you the most interesting or important or encouraging or worrying theological issues raised here?  

· What points are not convincing? 

· What further questions in Systematic Theology is the material relevant to?

· Where does the OT broaden out and correct the NT, where does the NT broaden out and correct the OT?

· What assumptions or implications are there about doing OT theology? 

In some cultures it is expected that students agree with the professor and follow his thinking.  The aim of this course is that you think for yourself and share your thinking with me, as I do with you.  You will not get a good grade for telling me that the material is good or helpful!  You will get a good grade for suggesting new links or asking new questions or making sharp criticisms.

Your comments do not have to be in essay form—you can use bullet points.  But they do need to be coherent and intelligible as they stand—not just notes to remind you what you want to say.  Each week I will ask different people to lead off discussion on one or other of the questions, without warning.  

7.20 to 7.45 and 8.05 to 8.30 (with a break in between): Book studies and other reading in secondary sources
During the course each OT 805 student undertakes 1500 pages of reading from the books in the secondary literature listed below, and during the quarter writes two short papers  to present to the class on two of the books  (the details may need adjusting in light of the number of students who register for the course).
In choosing the books on which you will do your book studies, choose at least one with an asterisk.*  Each of your book studies should be 2000 words long, so that you can read it to the class in 15 minutes and leave 10 minutes for discussion.   (You may have footnotes beyond that word-limit, as long as you do not refer to them in reading the paper!)  Bring enough copies of your paper for each person to have one.  We want 

· a brief summary of the contents and distinctive features of the book

· its significance for some questions of method (see the list of issues in the study of OT Theology that follows—no need to cover them all!)

· what you think is good and bad about it and why – in other words be critical. 

If you wish to write on a very big book and do one double-length  paper, please consult with me.  

I grade these book studies on the basis of the paper as you present it to the class and will tell you the grade by e-mail after the class.  
8.30 – 9.20: Reading the OT text

Each week OT 805 students prepare for the seminar by spending four hours studying the particular OT book to be covered in the class (OT 569 students give three hours to this), looking for its theological significance and the issues it raises for theology, and making notes on this.   You might think about what the book teaches you about the six topics we are studying in looking at “Israel’s Faith” in the first hour, and then about any other topics of theological significance that do not come in that list.  In addition, keep asking what questions of method the reading raises.   Write two pages of notes on this.  You may use commentaries, but most commentaries are of little use for theological questions, and it is more important to do your own study of the text itself and think about it.  I will say a word about useful commentaries the week before you study each book.

Turn in your notes by e-mail before class.   You do not need to turn these notes into a paper or into formal English, but they need to be intelligible and readable.   I will be looking for evidence that you have read the text openly, intelligently, analytically, critically, and imaginatively.  They should not be merely chapter by chapter summaries of the book.  You may need to make such chapter-by-chapter notes as you go along, but do not submit these.  After doing the chapter-by-chapter study you need to stand back and ask about the theology of the book as a whole and about how your study relates to the questions of method.

There are no extensions or holds to this aspect of the course.   

The reflection/research paper

At the end of the course OT 805 students write a paper on “What are the Key Issues in the Study of Old Testament Theology?” This title is intended to encourage you to stand back from the course as a whole and reflect on presentations, study of the text, seminar discussions, and your reading in general.   It is thus a reflection paper but one that should also evidence the reading you have done and your thinking through issues in light of that reading.   

If you wish you may focus on a particular theme (e.g., something that relates to your dissertation).   If you wish to do this, please discuss it with me.  The paper should include a bibliography of the works you read from the bibliography below, and any others, and should demonstrate that you did the 1500 pages of reading.  It should be of 5000-7000 words (15-20 pages).  I will not fault you for writing longer, but longer is not necessarily better!

Along with the paper, please submit a one-page evaluation of the course as a whole with suggestions as to how I might change or develop the course in the future.  I would be glad for you to include comment on where I have underestimated or overestimated the time required by the different assignments.  If you prefer to submit this one-page evaluation after the grading, that is fine, but please don’t forget, as this significantly helps me (and future students). 

Turn in the paper and the evaluation by e-mail.

OT 569 students should discuss with me the reading they would like to do and the paper they would like to write, which should also be 5000-7000 words (15-20 pages).  They are also asked to submit the one-page evaluation.  Turn in both by e-mail.
Issues in the study of Old Testament theology

Some questions to bear in mind during the course and for your paper: 

Does OT theology describe what the OT believes or say what we ourselves believe?

Is OT theology independent of Christ and of the NT? 

What does OT theology do with the differences between OT and NT faith?

Is OT theology independent of Systematics?

Can OT theology be expressed as a systematic whole (Eichrodt) or does it simply detail the theologies of different books (von Rad) or it an argument (Brueggemann)?

Does OT theology have some motif at the center?

Given that the OT has varied perspectives on different issues, does OT theology affirm some and not others, and if so on what basis?

What are the key aspects of OT faith?

What aspects of the OT need to be taken more seriously by Christian theology and life?

OT 805: Time expectation and grading

OT 805: Comprehensive Exam

A comprehensive exam on OT 805 (Theology) will require you to answer three questions.  The first will be one from a choice of two or three relating to the biblical books we study.  The second will be one from a choice of two or three relating to the secondary reading you do as listed in the bibliography attached to your final paper, including books on which you write a book study.  The third will be one from a choice of two or three general questions about issues in OT theology.
